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 Woolwich Days To Include Forestry Education
A day of forestry education will be held during Woolwich Days on August 1 at Bath Water District property located on Meadow Road in Woolwich. Bath Bus Service will provide free transportation to the site from the Woolwich Town Office for two separate sessions, the first leaving at 10 a.m., returning at 12 and the second leaving at 1 p.m., returning at 3. Parking at the site is very limited and all participants should plan on parking near the Town Office and taking the bus. 
The event is sponsored by the Woolwich Agriculture/Forest Resources Committee, the Town of Woolwich, Maine Forest Service (MFS), Nequasset Lake Stakeholders (NLS), Bath Water District(BWD), Androscoggin Valley Soil and Water Conservation District (AVSWCD) and the Maine Department of Agriculture (MDA). Funding for this project, in part, was provided by the U.S.Environmental Protection Agency under Section 319 of the Clean Water Act.  Section 319 grants are administered by the Maine Department of Environmental Protection in partnership with EPA.
The sessions, focusing on forestry management and water quality, will feature 5 stations arranged along a trail through the property. Each station will feature different discussion topics. Topics include water quality best management practices; wildlife and habitat elements on your woodlot and incorporating these into a forest management plan; tree and shrub identification; general woodlot management; and identification of the Asian Longhorned Beetle and other invasive pests. One station will highlight the water quality of the public drinking supply and shoreland zoning.   
Participating local leaders include Paul Dumdey and Clark Granger, Woolwich Agriculture/Forest Resources Committee; Joe Wiley, IFW and NLS; Walter Armstrong, Consulting Forester; Michael Sinton, representing BWD and NLS. Also participating are Ken Canfield, MFS; Susan Gammon, AVSWCD; and an invasive pest expert from the MDA or MFS.
